Qatar Airways begins flight to and from Eritrea
starting 05 Dec. 2014. During the inauguration
ceremony conducted at Asmara Palace Hotel,
the Minister of Transport and Communications,
Mr. Tesfaselasie Berhane, and other Ministers,
senior government and PFDJ officials, heads of
national Associations, managers of the Airways
and the Qatari Ambassador to Eritrea,
Mr. Hamad Mohammed Bin-Rashid Humeidi,
as well as invited guests attended.

On the occasion, Mr. Paulos Kahsai, Director
General of the Eritrean Civil Aviation Authori-
ty, noted the significance of the flight service,

and expressed collaboration with the Airways in all its
activities.

Like wise, Mr. Marwan Koleilat, Qatar Airways Chief
Commercial Officer, commended the prevailing collab-
oration and longstanding relations between Eritrea and
Qatar, and expressed his appreciation for the support
extended by the Eritrean government in launching of
the flight.

As a result of
this, Ambassador Girma stated that 17 mining com-
panies from different countries are already been at-
tracted to work in Eritrea on the basis of equal part-
nership and equitable share of benefits.

Ambassador Girma also pointed out that exchanging
views on how we can maximize utilization of our
resources in sustainable way to address out develop-
mental challenges and to the benefit of our people is
important. In this spirit, he expressed Eritrea’s readi-
ness to share its policies, actions and experiences
regarding the issues.

Moreover, Ambassador Girma underlined that on the
issue of governance of natural resources and industri-
alization, it is important not to forget the development
of human capital, short of which capacity building
and transfer of technology and natural resources
would not be realized and industrialization taking
root.

In this regard, he explained that the Eritrean Govern-
ment has devoted the lion’s share of its budget to ed-
ucation and development of technical skills, thus
providing free basic social services, particularly in
the education and health sectors.
