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Towards the end of 1985, the Dergue mounted what was going
to be its last attempt to seize Nakfa. Simultaneously and as
a means of posing extra pressure on the EPLF, it dropped
air-borne troops in north-eastern Sahel - the place where it
had suffered a disastrous defeat the previous year. However,
pecause the army had long since lost its sting, this attempt
too ended in failure. Nakfa once again stood free and
defiant.
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
