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Time to feed yourself-always in turn and everyday.
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The task of improving
women's status in society,
and that of changing
society's attitude towards
their role was one of

the EPLF's priorities.
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Keeping children clean was a shared value in EPLF.
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Political mobilization and military preparation for the next
round of fighting continued.
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Time for collective understanding and decision — changed value of EPLF
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After two years of prepa-
ration, the Ethiopian
government launched the
sixth offensive /code-
named Operation Red Star/
in February 1982. Over 100
thousand troops equipped
with modern weapons, inclu-
ding chemical weapons, par-
ticipated in the offensive.
So confident was the Dergue
of victory that it publicly
declared that the next 3
months would see the end of
the Eritrean struggle. The
6th offensive raged for 95
days. In the end, Eritrean
determination emerged victo-
rious over the Dergue's
heaps of metals. And with
this, it finally dawned on
the world that the Eritrean
revolution can not be
defeated militarily.
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
